Term 1

Students read and explore

actors performing the play,
give consideration to design
issues such as set, lighting,
sound, costume, hair and make-
up and they learn about the
social issues involved in the
play Students complete revision
notes and prepare answers

to a number of practice exam
questions.

Term 2

Students study and rehearse
two key extracts from a
published play script for formal
external assessment. They
learn how to demonstrate an

understanding of the playwright’s

intentions when interpreting

the text for performance. For
Section B of the written exam,
Students analyse and evaluate

a professionally produced live
theatre performance, considering
both performance and technical
design elements.

Term 3

Students revise their knowledge
of the Section A exam set text
and the Section B live theatre
performance. Students complete
revision activities and work

on a number of practice exam
questions before the final
Summer examination.
