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Curriculum Intent

At Wickersley Partnership Trust we aim to ensure our Drama curriculum
is designed to sequence learning and embed the key skills and
knowledge that are required for our students to become confident,
creative and insightful. Students are encouraged to be not only
independent but also collaborative and cooperative learners.

We teach a wide range of acting and technical design skills that fosters
an enthusiastic appreciation of the theatrical form and a sense of
enjoyment and fascination for stories and characters, their messages
and themes. Through Drama, our students explore a range of social
issues and cultural influences. The opportunities that we offer beyond
the drama studio aim to provide unforgettable experiences and a vital
contribution to school life.

Year 8 Curriculum

The topics we cover in Year 8 are:
8.1 Thematic Exploration Unit: The Power of Persuasion

Students develop their oracy skills as they learn how to be confident
and effective speakers. They discover different ways to present with
fluency and expression. This unit has links to the work on rhetoric in
English lessons on George Orwell’s Animal Farm.

8.2 Play Text Study: Blood Brothers

Pupils are introduced to the theme of ‘rich vs poor’, laying foundations
for their study of A Christmas Carol in Y9 English. They learn
characterisation skills through their exploration of ideas such as duality,
social background, superstition and the nature vs nurture debate. In
staging scripted extracts, pupils must consider narration, mood and
atmosphere, tension and character dynamics.

8.2 Play Text Study: Noughts and Crosses

Noughts & Crosses is a story that challenges our perceptions of race,
power and truth. Pupils build on their learning in current English lessons
as they explore and perform scenes from the text and devise their own
original piece of theatre based on a selected theme from the play.




Assessment Points &

In all Y8 Drama study units, students are taught to speak confidently and effectively
through improvising, rehearsing and performing play scripts in order to generate
language and discuss language use and meaning, using role, intonation, tone, volume,
mood, silence, stillness and action to add impact. (English Programmes of Study: Key
